Girls Traditional Navajo Skirt

	Measurements:

A.  Measure around waist

B.  Measure waist to floor and 

     divide by three 
General Idea:

The first layer is the width of the waist 1.5-2 times

The second is the width of the first X2

The third level is the width of the first X4 

Example: 

Waist to floor measures 36 inches.  Each layer would be 12 inches long.

Materials needed:

· Fabric (enough for the 7 levels plus a 2-3” waist band)       

· Matching/coordinating thread

· Elastic for the waist (optional instead of a waist band)
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
